Zinger developed the Walk-O-Long after back surgery made 
caring for his 10-month-old daughter impossible as she 
learned to walk. It allowed him to easily lift his daughter, help 
her navigate stairs; take her first ride down a slide and have 
the confidence to ice skate at a younger age than her 
contemporaries. 
 
The Walk-O-Long has been endorsed by orthopedic surgeons, 
chiropractors, physical therapists and delivery nurses. It 
comes in pink and blue Hawaiian print and solid pink and 
solid blue polyester micro suede and zebra and cheetah faux 
fur and is washable.
